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INTRODUCTION

Medicaid is a program of medical assistance for the needy admisnistered by the states using State appropriated
funds and Federal matching funds within the provisions of Title XIX of the Social Security Act as amended. In
Mississippi, \he Medicaid program began on January 1, 1970, The program is administered in Mississippi by the Divi-
sion of Medicaid, Office of the Governor by autherity of Section 43-13-101 et seq. of the Mississippi Code of 1972,

The medical eare provided by the state programs varies widely from state ro state. A fow states limit coverage 1o
those services required by the Social Security Act while several states cover all permissible services. During Fiscal Year
[986, Mississippi provided coverage for six optional services in addition to the nine mandatory services, Scrvices pro-
vided in Mississiom were:

Medicaid eligibitity certification is sepresented by a Medicaid Idemtifivation Card, valid for one month only. The
fiscal agent for the Division of Medicaid mails-a new card monthty to cach efigible person of family, Information con-
tained on the Medicaid Card includes individual's name, vniqu identification number and current paricd of cligibili-
1y. It must be shown to the provider each time a medical service is Tequesied.,

During Fiscal Year 1986, 368,957 persons in Mississippl were eligible for Medicaid benelits. The length of
eligibility periods for these persons covered all possibilities from one menth to the entire vear, Table 1 gives the
eligibility count with the corresponding percentages for the program categories. In Table 2, the moathly number of
eligibles is shown by program valégory-

MEINCALD RECIPIENTS

Druring the Fiscal Year 1986, 116,609 different persons benefited from one or more of 1the medical services
rovered by the Medicaid Program. This was an increase of 18,397 persous of 6,2 percent from Fiscal Year 83, The
distribution among the program calegories remained relatively the same for the unduplicated 1otals, Table 4 ilustrates
the recipient distribution by program categary while Table 5 shows comparison of recipients by type of service for
fiscal years 1985 and 1986,

PROGRAM ADMINISTRATION
FEDERAL/STATE FINANCIAL RESPONSIBILITIES

The Mississippi Medicaid Program is administered by the Division of Medicaid using funds appropriated by the
Siate and Federal government. Federal matching vates vary considerably depending upon their use in praviding
mvedical services for eligibles or in meeting administrative costs of the program. The variation in matching rates is il-
lestrated in Chatt t.

During Fiscal Year 1986, the 1otal administrative expense was £11,594,154 with the Federal government paying
17,408,664 or 63.9 percent, This total included all state agency cost and the cost of processing and paying claims by the
Medicaid Fiscal Agent, EDS Federal. The Administrative expenses for Fiscal Year 1986 were 3.4 percent of the total
budpger.

During Fiscal Year 1986, thc FMAP {Federal Medical Assistance Percentage) for most medical services in
Mississippi was 78.42 percent, A state’s FMAP is a calcutated percentage based on ihe state’s per capila income.

Exceptions (o the 78.42 percent FM AP for ;t_\'edic_al'sc_rviqes were: Family Planning Services a %) percent Federal
money; Buy-In, Part 8, for pon-money paymenl individualy at 100 percent Siate money, Choctaw: imdians and
Indochinese refupees at 105% Federal money.

In accordance with the Social Security Act and Mississippi Medicaid Law, payment for sepvices under Medicaid 18
always secondary to any third party source, At the time a recipient receives a Medicaid-covered service, a detérming-
tion is made as to whather the recipient has third party coverage; and, if so. the provider generally must seek third
party payment, in accordance with Medicaid Program guidetines, prior fo filing a Medicaid claim. Upon receipl of the
third pacty payment, a Medicaid claim must be filed, and the Medicaid payment will be the amount of the Medicaid
payment liability tess the third party payment. If the provider receives a third party payment after Meadicaid payment
has been made, the provider is reguired to refund the thitd party pavment o Medicaid up to the amount expended by
Medicaid. In 1986, Mississippi Medicaid's third party avoided cost and recovery toraled $4,380,289.

The 101al Mea:i_ca'id expenditores represent.the cost of progeam administration and the cost for health care ser-
vices. This $341,586,231 total is £émprised of $267,489,231 Federal maney and $74,107,000 State money.

PROGRAM INTEGRITY

The Division of Medicaid is responsible for conducting an-site invastigations of providess and for monitoring
both provider and recipient utilization in the Medicaid Program. The Division of Medicaid is reqaired, under both
State and Federal laws, to conduct pertodic checks of provider records in order to verify actudd receipt of services for
which payment has been made and to investigate any cases su'ggéslive of pragram abuse or misuse. Verification of
receipt of services is also accomplished through recipient contait,

The existence of the Program Integrity Division continues to serve 4s an invaluable deterrent Lo potential fraud
and abuse of henefits in the Medicaid Program, Activities in this area confinue 1o ¢xpand and keep pace with the
growth of the program.

With the assistance of a computerized surveitiunce and wtilizetion reporting system, the Divizion is able to main-
tain practice and service profiles on all providers of service and on recipients who participate in or teceive services
through the Medicaid Program. These profiles provide indicators of possible fratdulent activities.or abuse of Pro-
gram benefits and are an important sousce of information upon which the Program Imewsity Division bases its in-
vestigations. Examples of the types of profile Information used are: frequency: of physicians visits for a given reci-
pient, ratio of faberatory procedires (0 redical visits for 2 physician, the average length of stay of recipicnts Tora
hospital, and extractions per-recipient For a dentist, Exceptional reporting techuigues are used (o identify the vnusual
or exceptional protites. ' :

Reports of any investigations which reveal a sigaificant irregularity are made to the Division. These vestigations

may result in menetary recovery, termination dsa provider of Medicaid serviced, or referral 1o the Medicaid Fraud
Contral Unit focated in the office of the Attorney General,

" card and drugs, approximately $16 miliion for Buy- In, Part B premiums; and $6.7 million [or physicians’ services for
the Medicaid ciderly plersons,

amoeatits are shown with the avérage cost e recnplem Table 10 lists the medical services expenditures which exceeded
one million dollars in the year. EPSDT benefits ace only provided for individoals under age 18; and Buy-In. Part B
premiums are paid only for those eligible persons age 65 or over or who otherwise qualify for Medicare.

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NURSING HOME SERVICES

Medicaid nursing home patients are classified as needing skitled care, intermediate care or special care for the
memally retarded. Nursing homes are certified to render one or more of the above levels of care and are designated ax
Skilled Nursing Homes, Dual Nursing Homes, Intermediate Nursing Home and Intermediate Nursing Homes for thie
Menially Retarded. A Dual Nursing Home cares Tor both skilled and intermediare patients amd complies with Federal
Regulations governing both levels of cure.

Medicaid Income (which is apphied Lo the nursing home cost) consists of all of patient’s income above $44.00
month. The Medicaid payiment is reduced by the amount of Medicaid [ncome.

During Fiscal Year 1986, Skilled and Dual nursing homes rendered 1,739,514 davs of care to 7.239 Meadicawd
patients. The total Medicaid cost of care was $51,353,161 which averages our to $29.52 per day tor paticits iy Skitled
and. or Dudl homes,
of the care was $54,685,104 which averages out to $24.61 per day for patients in intermediate care nursing homes,

Intermediate Nursing hontes for the mentally retarded rendered 534,137 days of care (o 1,620 Medicaid patienes.
The total cost of the Medicaid program was $24,711,872 which averages out 1o $46.27 per day for paticnts in

intermediate care nursing homes for the mentally retarded.

Overall the Nursing 1lome program provided 4,495,769 days of care to 17,369 Medicaid patients at a cost of
$130.752,137 to the Medicaid program.

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INPATIENT HOSPITAL SERVICES

uring Fiscal Year 1986, there were 67,6066 hospital discharges with 193,900 davs of inpatient hospital care
convered by Medicaid, The average length of stay was 2.9 days, a decrease ol 1.0 from the previous vear. For the
relatively small number of persons covered in the Aged Category who do not qualify Tor Part A of Medicare,
Medicard pays tor their hospital services. Elderly recipients had the longest average length of stay Tor cach period of
hospitalizaiion. Table 21 shows the number of recipients of Inpaticrt Hospital Service benetits with the number of
discharges and days of care during fiscal Year 1986, Those persons who have hospital coverage under Part A of
Medicare are not included in the table. Medicaid paid their hospital deductible and coinsurance charges.

A total of 113 hospitals participated in the Medicaid program.

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OUTPATIENT HOSPITAL SERVICE

A total of 191,913 outpatient hospital visits were provided to 122,699 recipients during Fiscal Yuar 1986, with an
average of 1.6 visits per out-patient recipient,

DENTAL SERVICES

Limited dental care was provided to 81,082 persons during Fiscal Year 1986 with expenditures amouning L
$1.393,449. A total of 116,760 procedures were provided.

An average of 458 dentists participated in the program during the fiscal vear.

FAMILY PLANNING SERVICES

Expendiiures for Famnily Planning Services amounted to $3,025,630 in Fiscal Year 1986 with the Federal govern-
ment paying 90 percent and Mississippi paying 10 percemnt of the toral. Pavments were made 10 private physiclais,
pharmacies. and Family Planning Clinics located throughout the state. A total of 31,503 different persons Fovety ed
Family Planning Services during the vear.

FARLY AND PERIODIC SCREENING, DIAGNOSIS AND TREATMENT SERVICES

Tte Barly and Periodic Screening, Diagnosis and Treaumernt Services (EPSDT) furnishes a unique vpporLnie
for providing health care to the Medicaid eligible children of NMississippi. This program requires the screening of
children under 21 years of age for physieal, mental and developmental defects and provides for the necessary health
care to correct or ameliorate those defects. Treatment for visual, hearing, and denial problems is also provided. Thus,
EPSDT introduces eligible children into the health care system and makes services available berore health problem:
hecome chronic and expensive to treat,

Good health is an important factor in the developmeni of a producrive adult who is independent of public
assistance. Poverty and untreated health defects often lead (o dependency and the perpetuation of the welfare cvele,
which makes the importance of the EPSDT program significant.

During Fiscal Year 1986, 114,504 children and vouth under age 21 received a complete phivsical assessmem
through the EPSDT screening program. Treatments received as a result of problems found during the screening pro-
cess are as follows:
